OBSERVATIONS

1. Total of 155 cancer patients confirmed with biopsy reports were available for analysis out of which 83 patients are taking treatment since 1995-2001.

2. Out of these 155 patients 11 patients (in A group) desired to have only Ayurvedic treatment as the main treatment for their cancer. Remaining 144 patients (group B,C and D) had previously undergone allopathic traditional cancer treatment e.g. Surgery, Radiotherapy, Chemotherapy etc. with variable results.

3. Our line of supportive Ayurvedic treatment has shown distinct advantage in improving the general condition and quality of life in such patients even if the cancer could not be cured. Patients in Group C undergoing chemotherapy/ Radiotherapy were able to tolerate these treatments better because of simultaneous ayurvedic treatment 

4. Patients undergoing Ayurvedic treatment for carcinoma of male and female genital organs, Brain, Oral cavity, Oesophagus, Lung, Breast, Kidney, Rectum and leukemia have shown remarkable improvement in their general condition.

5. 31 patients were benefited by the Panchakarma procedures. There were 4 for Vaman, 15 for Basti, 5 for Raktamokshan, and 7 for Nasya. These patients had good relief from oral medication. Panchakarma was given for maintenance of the improvement achieved due to the treatment, and to avoid recurrence.

6. Patients who have completed 3 years of treatment and are showing good general health as well as encouraging pathological statistics, are being maintained on Rasayana chikitsa. Regular follow ups are very assuring.
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
